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Abstract
An abstract is a single paragraph, without subheadings, indentation or references. It should be an explicit summary of your presentation that states the problem, the objectives, the methods used, the major results and conclusions. It should be single-spaced in 12-point Times New Roman. The abstract should begin with the problem or issue you set out to solve and explain your rationale for pursuing the research. The abstract will be peer reviewed and authors will be informed about acceptance for presentation via email. Be sure to adhere to the word limitation for the abstract (150-250 words). The abstract should be submitted in the format of MS Word (doc or .docx) document. Keywords should be given, leaving one-line space below this text. 

Keywords: consist of 3-5 words. It is should convey important concepts of the manuscript. 
A. Introduction
Include an introduction to the problem or topic of the manuscript. In the Introduction, the author should include the formulation of the problem that has been determined. Written using Times New Roman 12 font, justify, writing sentences between paragraphs without additional spaces before and after (no before and after space), 1.5 spacing, indentation of the first paragraph indented 1 cm. 
Research questions and research method may be incorporated in this section. However, if the author uses a unique method for their research they may choose to create a separate section to explain. The research method includes an explanation of the research methods used in searching for data or conducting research in order to compile related manuscripts. The explanation of the research method is described in the form of a narrative.

Footnote writing uses Times New Roman font size 10 pt with left-right alignment, 1 space. This provision applies to other manuscript structures. The writing of citations uses a footnote model, using Chicago Style for the footnote. Authors are highly encouraged to use citation manager software, such as Mendeley, Zotero, and Endnote, in order to generate footnotes.
B. Section X
Sections contains the analysis and discussions. Section titles should be written in Times New Roman 12, bold, numbered with capital (upper case) alphabet letters, and can be named whatever is deemed effective. Sections provide explanations related to the formulation of the problem above. Sub-chapter titles should be based on the main topics of the related discussion, written using Times New Roman font size 12 pt, bold, and numbered using Arabic numerals.
C. Section Y*
*Authors may (and are encouraged to) divide their discussion and analysis into multiple sections, depending on the flow of their article. Effectiveness and clarity are the key.
